Maligne Canyon Walk

Join us on this fascinating tour of the deepest limestone slot canvon mn Jasper
National Park. This canyon maybe part of Western Canada’s largest cave systems
that has vet to be explored. The mystery begins just a few kilometres south of the
Canvon where Medicine Lake (disappearing lake) enters this underground labvrinth
or karst before emerging here in the canyon. This guided walk from the Top to the
Bottom of the canyon allows for breath taking photographic opportunities. For 7
months of the vear. the torrent of water sculps the canvon. with thundering water-
falls in the summer which become towering icefalls in the winter.

As vou walk along the forested trail, vour guide will help vou appreciate the
wonders of nature. Smell the aroma of the ripe juniper berry, and feel the difference
between spruce and fir trees. This 1s also excellent habitat for Fairy Slipper and
other Orchids. Watch for the signs of wildlife that make this area their home. The
Maligne Canyon is a favourite haunt for Big Horn Sheep and Mule Deer. Depend-
ing on the time of vear, it is also home to larger predatory animals such as wolf, bear
and cats.

This trip covers approximately 4.3 km and travels mostly downhill. Participants are
requested to wear comfortable boots or shoes. bring a rain/wind jacket. water, and a
camera. Please allow three hours for this tour.
